Children benefit from reading every day which research shows:
Increases fluency

Develops vocabulary

Exposed children to a wider range of language

Develops prosody (expression)

Provides models for writing

If not'addressed early the educational gap widens...
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By the end of grade 6, Child A will have read the equivalent of 60 school days, Child B will have read for 12
school days and Child C will have read for 3 days.
