	Phonics/ Spelling
	 We are learning to spell common exception words

We have included a list of all the common exception words you should be able to read by the end of Year 1. Can you spell them all correctly? Ask someone to read the words aloud for you to write then practise the ones you got wrong. Sticking them up on the wall somewhere might help you to remember them.
	Activity One: Watch the video of tricky words. Now play without sound. Can you read them all? How many can you remember without looking?
Activity Two:  Find the 8 tricky words hidden in the word search. 
Activity Three: Play the 4 in a Row game with a partner.

	Writing
	We are learning to write for a range of purposes.

	Activity 1:
Read Bob, Fraser and Rosie’s letter and can you write them a reply? This could be a written letter or an email. 
Acitvity 2: Use your knowledge to write some instructions on how to grow a sunflower for Bob. Try and keep to 6 instructions if you can and use numbers or bullet points for each one. You could use words like: First, Next, Then, Finally.

Activtiy 3: Look at the picture book of The Sunflower, this story is told without words. Can you write a sentence for each picture of the story to explain what is happening? You could give the children names.
Challenge: Can you write a short poem about sunflowers? Think of some lovely words to describe wht it is like and you could even write it inside your own picture of a sunflower.
